HELPFUL HINTS FOR IMPROVING YOUR GRADE IN SPANISH

1. Daily participation/homework points are given daily (3 points per day). Bring your textbook, your notebook, and your completed homework EVERYDAY! Homework is assigned Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday, and Thursday nights. The night before a test there will be no written homework assigned, just study time. If you are absent, always ask for a makeup assignment so that you can earn your daily three points. Daily participation/homework points are 15 easy points that you can earn every week!

2. Copy all warm-up exercises carefully into your notebook. Copy the complete question and check your answers as I put them on the board. Check for spelling, accents as well as the correct verb forms, adjective forms, etc. Everything counts!

3. Each night after completing your homework assignment spend an additional 15-20 minutes studying the following:
a. Go over your notes from the warm-up exercises of the day and those from prior days. Cover up the answers and write them out on another sheet of paper. It is important to write your answers down as well as say them out loud. Check your work carefully for spelling and other grammatical mistakes!

b. Study the vocabulary sentences for the week. Be able to write all 7 or 8 that I have used in class. Remember that I will pick 5 of them for the quiz questions.

c. Study all the vocabulary boxes for the week carefully. Be prepared!

d. Study the new grammar (especially verb forms) introduced that week! Again, practice writing the answers too. Spelling counts!

e. Go over exercises we have written out in class and for homework. Cover up the answers and practice writing out the answers. Check your work carefully!

4. Remember that we have a weekly quiz worth 30 points. Once one week’s quiz is over, start working towards the next one. Do not wait until the night before to “cram”! This is not the way to learn a second language. Learning a language requires daily practice!!

5. Always write down the study guide (outline) that I put on the board the day before the test. Use it as a guide to help you focus on the types of skills and questions that will be covered on the quiz!

6. Spend 5-10 minutes watching TV in Spanish as often as you can (daily if possible). When you are flipping through the channels, stop at one of the Spanish channels and give it a go. You will be surprised how many words, phrases, verb tenses, etc. you will recognize as things that we are working on in class. Remember, learning a language takes daily practice! Keep working at it! You can do it!!
